SUBFLOOR PREPARATION 
 

Can be applied onto any type of subfloor in a good condition. Must be solid, smooth, free from dust, oils and surface 
contaminants. All defective host on subfloor must be removed before application. Concrete substrates must be even, resistant 

to pressure and without dust and moisture. The moisture on concrete slabs must not exceed 2.5 – 3.0% Uneven surfaces must 
be levelled with a suitable Acouslime product compatible with Acrylic adhesives. Any dusty or highly absorbent surfaces will 
need to be consolidated. Please ring office for suitable product. 
 

Before starting the installation make sure the adhesive, flooring to be laid and substrate are acclimatised to the same 
temperature. It is important to remove the resilient flooring from the packaging a few hours before laying to allow any tensions 
due to packaging to dissipate by laying the flooring freely or at least loosening the rolls.

APPLICATION 

 

Apply Acouslime Pressure Sensitive Tack uniformly over the whole area using a 2mm V notch trowel. If a  roller is used the 
adhesive would need to be diluted by 10% Wait until the adhesive becomes transparent; 1 – 12 hours depending on 
environmental conditions to enable optimal tacking properties - then proceed to lay the resilient floor taking care to press 
(massage) the surface. When laid use a roller over the floor from the centre towards the outer edges of the room to expel any 
air bubbles that may be present. Fresh adhesive can be cleaned with water, once dry use an adhesive remover.  
 

Wear suitable gloves.
